WE LIVE BY EVERY WORD THAT
PROCEEDS FROM THE MOUTH OF YAHUWAH

Deuteronomy 8: 2-3: “Remember that these forty years the LORD your God led you all the way in the wilderness, so that He might humble you and test you in order to know what was in your heart, whether or not you would keep His commandments. 3He humbled you, and in your hunger He gave you manna to eat, which neither you nor your fathers had known, so that you might understand that man does not live by bread alone, but by every word that comes from the mouth of Yahuwah.”

     Around 2020, I had been having much pain in my left breast that had moved into my right arm pit – lumps, big lumps all over the breast and very painful in the arm pit. I had come in 2018 from Georgia (October) arriving on Debbie’s birthday, the 20th. I was staying at the Savoy Apartments. The lumps in my breast had been there for several months, but the pain in my right arm pit was getting worse. I had fixed some spaghetti for lunch. I had been thinking that maybe I had the “c” word.
     The lady who drove me out from Florida to Texas had been suffering from breast cancer for a long time. She had lots of pain in her arm pit too – swelling etc. So, I thought maybe I have it too. I usually put sugar on my spaghetti to take away the harsh tomato taste in the spaghetti sauce. But I thought that since I may have what she had, I should stop the sugar – which makes it worse. 
     I sat down to eat. It was as if Yahushua was sitting across from me. I heard Him say, “Did I tell you, you had cancer?” I said, “no.” He said, “Unless I tell you something is yours it is not yours.” He had not told me I had anything wrong with me. I went into the kitchen and put sugar on the spaghetti. I don’t eat much sugar anyway, but it was because of what He said. The lumps disappeared. The pain in my arm pit disappeared and neither came back. 
     Unless He tells us to do something, we don’t do it. Unless He tells us what to believe, we don’t believe it. Unless He leads, guides, instructs, I don’t do it. I am His servant. He is my Teacher. I have my ear pierced to the door, as per Deuteronomy 15:16-17. 16 “But if he says to you, ‘I will not go out from you,’ because he loves you and your household, since he is well-off with you, 17then you shall take an awl, and put it through his ear into the door, and he shall be your slave forever. And to your female slaved you shall do the same.”
     At the end of 1998, after returning from a very good trip to Africa with Darlena and two other ladies, I sat in my easy-chair and asked Him: “Now what do You want me to do?” He immediately answered, “Give away all you have and move to Jordan.” Joy came and peace, and I began thinking of who to give things to. By April I was in Jordan. It was there that He taught me for 7 years – things I would not have learned in America.
     Around 1968 or 1969, my husband and I cancelled all of our insurance policies. We had loads of insurance for everything, even for cancer, life insurance, and for death and burial, as well as medical insurance. From that point on, we had no medical insurance of any kind. And, except for the malaria I almost died of in Tanzania in 1997, I have not been sick with anything. 
     I had surgeries for four broken bones and a hernia (2022-2024), but not for sickness. I am now 80 and in good health.
     Exodus 15:26: “There the Lord made for them a statute and a rule, and there he tested them, 26saying, “If you will diligently listen to the voice of the Lord your God, and do that which is right in his eyes, and give ear to his commandments and keep all his statutes, I will put none of the diseases on you that I put on the Egyptians, for I am the Lord, your healer.” 
     The word “healer” simply means one who “keeps you well.” As we obey Him and walk in His nature, ways, and thinking, He keeps us well. Our body responds to our mind and emotions. It responds also to our re-born spirit. It is reality that mental attitudes and emotions have a big effect on our health, for good or for bad. We also have authority over “all” the works of the evil one, IF we are walking in His will. (Luke 10:19)
     Our body responds to peace, joy, love, patience, kindness, compassion, forgiveness of others, kindness to even enemies - attitudes like our Abba.  
     Negatively, the body also responds to the soul’s mind-producing fear, anxiety, nervousness, and negative things in mind, emotions, and body. The connection between the spirit and its effect on our soul and body is enormous.
     I’ve had many miracles and healings, physically and mentally – especially during the time I was attending June Joyner’s class at Grace Temple. But, afterwards too, so many miraculous healings, like when Derek prayed and migraines ceased, and I prayed and my extreme eye pain was gone. As He said, above, page 1, “If I don’t tell you something is – it’s not yours.” 
     Job said: “That which I greatly feared has come upon me.” We draw to us a large amount of trouble because of our fears and anxieties. Philippians 4:6: “Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication, with thanksgiving, let your requests be known unto God.”  
     Job 3:25: “For the thing that I greatly feared has come upon me, and what I have dreaded befalls me.” If we have no fear, no trauma, and live in peace because of our faith in our heavenly Abba/Daddy, our body, soul and spirit respond to obtain our need. Isaiah 6: Isaiah said to Yahuwah “Here am I, send me.” Yahuwah gives the orders, I obey. This Master-servant relationship is one of Father-child relationship! Matthew 18:1-4: “Unless you turn and become as a little child, you shall not by any means enter the Kingdom of heaven.” 
     Abba Yahuwah also says throughout the Word “fear not, for I am with you.” It is said that the words “fear not” are in the Bible 365 times, one for each day of the year. If He is in us, working through us, speaking to us in His Word, to us personally, in dreams and visions, and we say “Speak Master for your servant hears,” He will keep speaking to us as He did to little Samuel. (I Samuel 3:9)
     If we disobey Abba because of our own will, or if we fear what man can do, or devils can do, Yahuwah cannot help us. He cannot dwell with fear of man or devils, or simply rebellion of any type in His child. 
     He has said to those who “dwell in the secret place of the Most High”: “No evil will befall you neither any plague come near your dwelling.” People quote Psalm 91 so often as a fear filled ritual, trying to believe we’re OK when we know we’re not.  Yet they do not realize that all those promises are contingent on Psalm 91:1. 
     Religious people are often fearful because their religion is just that – religion based on man’s ideas. They do not know the Master personally.
     Fear brings to life that which is feared! Fear opens the door to allow the enemy to make happen what we fear, for we’ve taken our trust and dependency away from the Most High and given it to Lucifer and other fallen ones - mankind at the least.
Remember!!! We live by every word of “thus says Yahuwah” - in general to all or to us specifically. How can we pull off Mark 13 if we don’t hear Him, or if we’re not used to obeying Him? Great persecution of humanity is very near.
     Mark 13:9-13: “But be on your guard. For they will deliver you over to councils, and you will be beaten in synagogues, and you will stand before governors and kings for my sake, to bear witness before them. 10And the gospel must first be proclaimed to all nations. 11And when they bring you to trial and deliver you over, do not be anxious beforehand what you are to say, but say whatever is given you in that hour, for it is not you who speak, but the Holy Spirit. 12And brother will deliver brother over to death, and the father his child, and children will rise against parents and have them put to death. 13And you will be hated by all for my name’s sake. But the one who endures to the end will be saved.” Those are Messiah’s words for us right now! 
     Please refer to the article: “Forty Ways Yahuwah Speaks to His People.” It is #4.0 under the Mikvah of the Spirit. He mainly speaks through His Word, or through dreams and visions, or prophetic words to you. But, if a person is unwilling to obey the written Word, refusing the Acts 2 baptism into the Spirit (who is Yahuwah Himself), refuse Him who is our Teacher – then He backs off. According to Messiah in Matthew, He backs so far off that it is an “unpardonable sin.” Matthew 12: 22-32 and I John 5:16. There is no forgiveness for “blasphemy,” or rejection of the Spirit of Yahuwah. To reject Acts 2 is to reject Yahuwah Himself and Yahushua who told us He would baptize us into Yahuwah’s Spirit. 
      Messiah made it clear - Yahuwah IS the Spirit. (II Corinthians 3:17-18)  Regarding Matthew 12: The religious, so steeped in lies of man’s making, rejected the truth to believe their religious teachings. The enemy wants to scare us into believing him so that we’ll do what he says to do – and feel and speak and act like he wants us to. We must learn for ourself, by personal experience, the nature, ways, and thinking of Yahuwah and Yahushua!!!
     Once we give into the no-faith carnal realm of the soul (mind, emotions, reasoning, will) Lucifer, fallen angels, demons, can manipulate and control and take over slowly or quickly as they wills. Fear opens the doors and keeps them open. Obedience to Yahuwah opens the door to His secret place of protection. It’s all about our personal relationship with Father and Son!!!
     We choose who is our master every moment of every day. It is an illusion to believe that we are in control of our life by our own will! Whoever or whatever we submit to is our Master! – either Elohim, or the lusts of our human flesh, to sin, or to Lucifer and other fallen ones. The only safe way to live is to submit 100% to the will of Yahuwah and Yahushua, obedient to Their Word – the Logos, the written Word, and to the Rhema, the spoken word. 
     I John 2:1, Amplified Bible: My little children (believers, dear ones), I am writing you these things so that you will not sin and violate God’s law. And if anyone sins, we have an Advocate [who will intercede for us] with the Father: Jesus Christ the righteous [the upright, the just One, who conforms to the Father’s will in every way—purpose, thought, and action].”
     If we sin, Yahuwah’s Spirit will convict us so that we can repent and be freed of the penalty of sin. But, as we grow in obedience, sin is totally unacceptable, so we stay away from it. We become very sensitive to our thoughts. T
     There is a state of being with Yahuwah that is called “blameless.” That does not mean being “perfect” in man’s eyes. When the Bible says for us to be “perfect” it means to be “mature,” grown up into maturity. Blamelessness simply means that as a good child, we do not choose to sin against the Father that we love, so He finds NO blame in us. Religion complicates the simplest things! 
     I John 5:19: “The whole world lies in the evil one.” Because the whole world does lie in the evil one, anything that is outside of what Yahuwah has said is of the evil one - whether outright or subtly and deceptively. Religion can be manipulated. 
     What soothes the flesh and the mind and emotions is often connected to the subtle whispering of the fallen ones to our carnal mind. This is why Yahuwah does not speak to the carnal mind. Lucifer and humans speak to the carnal mind on a carnal level that taps into the whole soul. Our spirit, however, is our “holy of holies,” as in the Temple, where Yahuwah’s Spirit dwells within us. We hear Him in our belly area, in the spirit-realm, as Messiah said.
     John7:37-39: 37 “On the last day of the feast, the great day, Jesus stood up and cried out, `If anyone thirsts, let him come to me and drink. 38Whoever believes in me,’ as the Scripture has said, ‘Out of his belly will flow rivers of living water.’ 39Now this he said about the Spirit, whom those who believed in him were to receive, for as yet the Spirit had not been given, because Jesus was not yet glorified.” Read Acts 1-2.
     The spirit of a human, for humans have an eternal spirit that is separate from the carnal soul realm of mind, emotions, reasoning, will, gives itself to whoever they consider as “Master.” If a person is truly born again by faith in Yahushua Messiah and is submissive to His will, His Father’s will, then the war begins. 
     This is why Yahuwah’s Spirit only speaks to the re-born spirit, not the carnal mind, until the carnal mind and emotions are 100% subjected to the spirit – then the soul and spirit unite and we become a real Temple in which He dwells. 
Refer to: “The Final Uniting of the Soul and Spirit” #58.0 under the Mikvah of Set-Apartness Before the Translation or Resurrection of the Body.” 
     I came back from a successful trip to Africa with my youngest daughter, and 2 ladies – one a Highschool teacher from Dallas, and the other, an x-ray technician from Weatherford. It was late December 1998. I was pondering the good trip when Yahuwah’s Spirit said to me: “I want you to give away all your have and move to Jordan.” Joy and peace came. By April I had moved to Jordan. I gave away all I had – including my four children and families. The youngest had not graduated from High School – she was 17. It was the best thing ever – for it was in Jordan that Abba taught me so much. Then I moved over to Israel and for another 7 years He taught me more. I have lived a life of He said and I said “yes,” and going obeying Him. When we know He is in control, we have peace. I just obey. It is a “life like no other – this is the great adventure.”
     Yahuwah sent me all over the world into 5 continents and 38 nations. After 7 years in Jordan, I moved to North Israel and lived there another 7 years. Abba led me to wonderful friends. 
     Now I prepare now for my future - my “life like no other.” All I know is that to obey and just do what the Master says is the only way to live. He never let me get above the U.S. idea of a “poverty belt” all my life, yet I went on about 350+ flights and lived and traveled for about 30 years, 1992-2017. That’s 25 years of continual ministry, all over the U.S. too. When the going stopped, the website covered my reaching into many countries to this day. I think 2017 was my last trip to Israel. Derek was with me. When I went to Rome, Derek and his wife were with me. 
     I look forward to my future work for Him. I am faithful in little via my website … but I know I will at some point teach others in person, take Yahuwah’s messages wherever He leads me. 
     Acts 1:8-11: “So when they had come together, they asked him, `Lord, will you at this time restore the kingdom to Israel?’ 7He said to them, `It is not for you to know times or seasons that the Father has fixed by his own authority. 8But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you, and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.’ 9And when he had said these things, as they were looking on, he was lifted up, and a cloud took him out of their sight. 10And while they were gazing into heaven as he went, behold, two men stood by them in white robes, 11and said, `Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking into heaven? This Jesus, who was taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same way as you saw him go into heaven.’”
     Why don’t we see the miracles we used to see? Because miracles come to those whose faith is in the “Miracle worker, Promise Keeper, Light in the Darkness…” Few today have anything but a stale religion, dead to knowing Yahuwah personally. I speak of the western Christian world. In third world nations, there is much faith. In some there is much martyrdom, but still much faith in the Savior abounds.
     Acts 8:1-11 are the last words Messiah spoke to His disciples before ascending into heaven, yet major American church denominations now declare the book of Acts is not for us today. They cut off personal relationship with Father and Son, thus cutting off Their miracles. Religion is a damnable human invention from the pit of the fallen ones. Those who KNOW Father and Son walk in such freedom, on the high places, of relationship with Them.
     Yes, there is suffering in following the Eternal Kingdom’s directives. Yet eternity is FOREVER. If we love this world and cling to it, we lose our eternal Kingdom. We have such a short time to “endure to the end.” 
     Our traveling the narrow path begins with small tasks done in obedience to Yahuwah, first in His written Word, then slowly but surely in response to His spoken Word within the re-born Spirit-filled spirit. If obedience is done in the small things, He gives bigger and bigger assignments. He tests our faith and our obedience! 
     He takes us forward at the pace we obey Him. We begin by obedience in small things. Matthew 25:21-22: The master said to the obedient servant: ‘Well done, good and faithful servant. You have been faithful over a little; I will set you over much. Enter into the joy of your Master.’”
     If we cannot be faithful in small things, like investing what He has given us of salvation into other’s lives – i.e. sharing the Good News of salvation, teaching the basics of the Word and the true new birth with no religion, no churchianity, no man’s opinions, just His Word from Genesis through Revelation – we won’t be trusted with bigger tasks. He continually teaches and tests us. If we fail, we have to repeat our failed lesson. If we pass, we go on to bigger things. It’s all wrapped around our obedience-level, and how fast we obey and how precisely we obey. 
     Yahuwah’s Spirit is our Teacher, as in John 16. After receiving salvation from Yahushua the Son, we must be filled with the Spirit of Yahuwah the Father and submit to Him as Abba/Daddy, as a little child does.  Matthew 18:1-4: “At that time the disciples came to Jesus, saying, `Who is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven?’ 2And calling to him a child, he put him in the midst of them 3and said, `Truly, I say to you, unless you turn and become like little children, you will never enter the kingdom of heaven. 4Whoever humbles himself like this child is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven.”
     Once we become humble and contrite servants, as in Isaiah 66:2, and Abba learns He can trust you to do what He says, to invest what He has given you in the lives of others, then you go on to more and higher things. He begins by having you pray for others. He begins with having your light shine into the spirit of other. It begins with your obedience in little, so He can reward you much, and increase your work for your Master. It is a process of becoming “a good servant.” ACTS 1:8! 
     Remember: “We live by EVERY WORD that proceeds from the mouth of Yahuwah!” He tests us continually to see if we are worthy of advancement in His Kingdom. The more He can trust us, the greater the assignments. He advances, He exalts, He causes people to be drawn to us – for His purpose of redemption and eternal life. 
     This is NOT religion. In religion, man is our teacher, thus in Christianity there are hundreds of thousands of denominations, sects, belief-systems, all dependent on what a human teaches. Being free of religion, we can have a personal family relationship with Father and Son. We can learn from Father so that we serve Him and He can bless us. 
     In ancient times, a child learned from his father or from her mother.  Constant new things to see if the child is able to do more. As the child shows willingness and expertise in doing what is asked of them, they progress in their privileges, and are exalted as a servant in good stand with their master. None of this “me, myself, and I” stuff of paganism and rebellion and self-absorbsion. The good servant becomes a trusted one and finally a master over others. Yahuwah wants us to learn from Him so that we can be good masters to other learners. We are rewarded according to our works of obedience! Noah obeyed, built an ark, and saved he and his family!
     Isaiah 66:1-2: 1 “This is what the LORD says: `Heaven is My throne, and earth is My footstool...declares the LORD. `This is the one I will esteem: he who is humble and contrite in spirit, who trembles at My word.…’”
     Jeremiah 17:10: I, the LORD, search the heart; I examine the mind to reward a man according to his way, by what his deeds deserve.”
     From Steven Curtis Chapman’s song “The Great Adventure”: “It’s a life like none other – this is the Great Adventure.”
     Matthew 7:13-14: “Enter by the narrow gate. For the gate is wide and the way is easya that leads to destruction, and those who enter by it are many. 14For the gate is narrow and the way is hard that leads to life, and those who find it are few.” 
Rise up you FEW and prepare to win the race with reward!
